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NOTIFICATION

Whe~eas the Central Government is empowered under Section 3 of the
University Grants Commission (UGC) Act, 1956 to declare, on the advice of the
UGC, an institution of higher learning as a deemed-to-be-university;

2. And whereas,.a proposal was received in February, 2007 from Nitte
Education Trust, Mang~lore, Karnataka seeking grant of status of deemed-to-be-
university in the name of Nitte University under Section 3 of the UGC Act, 1956;

3. And whereas, the University Grants Commission has examined the said
proposal and vide its communication bearing No.F.26-10/2007.(CPP-I/DU) dated
the 10thMarch, 2008 has recommended conferment of status of 'deemed-to-be-
university' in the name and style of Nitte University, Mangalore, Karnataka,
comprising A.B. Shetty Memorial Institute of Dental.Sciences, Mangalore;

4. Now, therefore; in exercise of the powers conferred by Section 3 of the
UGC Act, 1956, the Central Government, on the advice of the University.Grants
Commission (UGC), hereby declare that Nitte University, Mangalore, Karnataka,
comprising A.B. Shetty. Memorial Institute of Dental Sciences, Deralakatte,.
Mangalore, shall be deemed to be a university for the purposes of the aforesaid
Act, subject to fulfillment of the following conditions:

(i) The corpus fund of RS.5Crore created by the fromoting Trust, viz., Nitte
Education Trust by way of Fixed Bank Deposits of Rs.2.50 Crore each
should be transferred and invested in the name of. "Nitte University
Trust". The corpus fund should be irrevocable in nature. The fixed
deposits should not be liquidated without prior consent of the UGC.

(ii) The Memorandum of Association (MoA) and Rules of 'Nitte University'
should be in accordance and in line with the model Memorandum of
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
